INFORMATION

The Ohio High School Bowling Coaches Association (OHSBCA) Board of Directors with sponsorship from
EBONITE will award one (1) senior boy and one (1) senior girl a college scholarship in each OHSAA dis-
trict that conducts sectional bowling tournaments*. The 2010-2011 OHSAA districts are the Central,
Northeast, Northwest, and Southwest. Nominees from schools in the OHSAA East and Southeast Dis-
tricts will be given consideration with bowlers from the district in which their school participates in the
OHSAA Sectional Tournament. Upon award, the scholarship funds will be deposited with, and adminis-
tered by, the USBC SMART Program (Account #11600).

* From the pool of eligible applicants in each district. If an eligible application is not submitted from a district, no award will be presented.

ELIGIBILITY

To submit a scholarship application, the candidate:

e Must bowl on a high school team that competes in an OHSAA State Sectional Bowling Tourna-
ment.

e Must be nominated by a coach who is a 2010-2011 active member in the OHSBCA. A member
coach may nominate multiple eligible athletes from any eligible school in their OHSAA district for
award consideration.

e Must be classified as a senior (12*" grade) by their high school and graduate from that school
in 2011.

e Must have a minimum 3.0 grade point average (GPA) on a 4.0 scale through seven (7) semesters

of high school (grades 9-12) coursework.
Must complete, sign, and submit this application by the deadline date.

AWARDS

Each recipient of The Ebonite / OHSBCA District Senior Bowler of the Year Scholarship Award will receive
a SMART Scholarship. The amount of the scholarship will be determined by the fund raising efforts of the
Coaches Association. Also, each recipient will receive an award plaque. The plaque will be sent to the
school Athletic Director for presentation.
